Leandro Tarrataca is Director of Verdade 
Biblica, our affiliate ministry in Brazil
‘Operation World’ assessed the 
Brazilian Christian Church this way, 
“. . . enormous rate of backsliding 
with millions of ex-Evangelicals now 
disillusioned with Christianity.” In 1975 
there were at least 14,000 spiritist 
centres and 420,000 mediums. A 
majority of Brazilians are now involved, 
with  most still claiming to be Christian! 
In the major cities of Brazil television 
is a key tool to reach these and other 
peoples.  A lady whose life was changed through this ministry is giving 
sacrificially to maintain the television programme. When I told her that 
we would not be able to keep our ministry on TV, she said: “I will use all 
that God has given me to keep this broadcast on air”. Sure enough she 
is doing that, for the present at least.

The challenges for outreach are the pioneer settlements of the Amazon 
basin springing up along new roads through the forests and the 36,000 
as yet unchurched river communities accessible only by boat. Church 
planting is made difficult by the poverty, loss of key members to cities, 
and geographical isolation. Radio is a key tool for reaching these people. 
We have been transmitting via short wave stations; resulting in letters 
from missionaries sharing how God is using our radio ministry to change 
lives in those remote Brazilian churches. Unfortunately we have just been 
forced to withdraw from one of those stations for lack of resources.  

And then there are the children! The hundreds of thousands of street 
kids who have no home and are subject to drug abuse, prostitution, 
misuse by criminal gangs and even murder by police death squads (over 
1,500 murders every year). The 7 million child labourers. The 500,000 
involved in prostitution. The 540,000 already infected with the AIDS 
virus in 1999. Through a partnership we help a programme that works 

with underprivileged 
children, 90 of 
them every day. The 
copyright proceeds 
from my books (five of 
them in six years) are 
assisting this project. 
We would love to do 
more.

Through our ministry 
(Radio, Television, 
Internet and Literature) 
we have reached 
1,860,000 in one year.  
The harvest is great, 
but the resources 
and finances are very 
limited.  We are so 
grateful for the interest 
shown by your UK 
supporters.

We’ve all been guilty at times of shooting first and asking questions 
later.  That’s why we have the proverb, “Look before you leap.”  Of 
course, we also have a proverb which tells us of the danger in delay:  
“He who hesitates is lost.”  So which is the wiser advice? The truth is, 
there’s danger in both extremes.  It is necessary to look ahead and 
plan before taking action (Jesus called that “counting the cost”), but 
we have to be careful not to delay so much that we never get anything 
accomplished.  It is a wise man who can find the proper balance. 

Here at Ranskill our studio is just a small part of a wider international 

partnership in ministry. Please pray for us that we will not just ‘fire off’ 
words – but that all we say and do will impact for the Kingdom.

Director...
James Kanaganayagam, 
Director of Back to the Bible’s 
Sri Lanka ministry, reports on 
Dr Derek Stringer’s recent visit.
“The only international airport in Sri Lanka was 
unusually crowded on 29th September. There 
were many who had travelled to Sri Lanka on 
vacation to enjoy the sun, sea and sand. There 
were also large numbers who had come down 
to watch England play Sri Lanka at cricket. But 
Derek’s visit was not a vacation or to view the 
cricket matches, but to be the voice of God from 
His Word. He preached and taught 16 times during his short 8 day visit to the Sri Lanka.

Derek first spoke at a large Anglican church where his sermon was summarised into Sinhala 
and Tamil. He helped out with the sacrament of the Eucharist, which showed the church’s full 
acceptance of the visiting preacher.

Derek also spoke at a Baptist 
church, a Dutch Reformed Church 
and to a vibrant group of young 
adults at a Methodist church. The 
Pastors’ conference he taught at 
had a majority from Pentecostal 
churches. Thus Derek made his mark 
and had influence on every major 
denomination of the Church in Sri 
Lanka.

The big event Derek taught at was the 
rural Pastors’ Conference held at Light 
House Church in Kandy, Sri Lanka’s 

second largest city. Messages were translated to the two local languages so that the rural pastors 
could fully benefit from the teaching. The pastors and grass root level leaders were greatly blessed 
and valued the strong Biblical teaching they received. One pastor commented that he was serving 
Christ having many questions in his mind, and that Derek had answered 90% of his questions 
through the 7 sessions of teaching. Many benefited from the “Leading in hostile environments” 
session, as they lived and served among those who had anti-Christian sentiment. God spoke 
through Derek not only to the intellect but to their hearts and the Pastors were encouraged and 
motivated as they left the conference.

Back to the Bible had the honour of conducting the inaugural chapel service at the new facility 
of Colombo Theological Seminary. Derek spoke to the seminary students and faculty. One of the 
senior lecturers thanked Derek for his expository preaching which the lecturer felt was becoming 
increasingly scarce in the country.

Derek also taught two sessions to BB staff in Colombo. Both were greatly valued. His personal 
chats with local board members and the leadership team went a long way in his personal ministry 
in Sri Lanka.

Shevanthi (my wife) and I were blessed by our fellowship with Derek. His sincerity and pastoral 
heart was a tremendous blessing and joy.”
